While you don’t have to read those previous volumes or remember much of
the show to understand and enjoy this edition, there are plenty of Easter eggs and subtle callbacks
if you do. In fact, the story that one reviewer found "dark and scary" and "immodest" is neither;
there’s some spooky imagery, but it's a gut-busting parody of The Walking Dead and other zombie
fare, featuring potatoes as the antagonists (so there’s absolutely no gore) and as it centers on the
villainous Bushroot, actually becomes a rather touching story of love and redemption.The rest of the
volume features two extremely light-hearted tales, one of which takes place at a comic convention
and features the return of a character that "died" on the show, leading to a side-splitting romp
through the con, and more visual gags than you can shake a gas gun at. | highly recommend this
book (and the previous editions) to anyone who loves Disney, adventure, stories with heart, and

most of all, comedy.
