James Douglass
does discuss the assassination and cover up but only as a means to an end, a way to illustrate the
powerful forces of our national security state and the lengths that they would go to in order to pull off
the crime of the century.The main focus of the book is JFK’s turn from a Cold Warrior to man of a
peace. It's thoroughly researched and well documented as it reveals Kennedy’s burgeoning
partnership with Nikita Kruschev in an effort to end the Cold War, his back channel communication
