This is such a beautiful book as well as the cover. There are 144 crochet motifs to try but no

projects which seems to be the main complaint of a lot of reviewers. The author leaves it up to the

creativity of the crocheter to use the motifs in a way that works. Some of them seem to be hard to

connect together for an afghan or shawl, but others would make a great applique on a bag or other

item.The directions are good and at the back of the book on page 197 the author has given some

ideas for sewing together some of the shapes and in the beginning are 3 pages on attaching

together the motifs, so there is a little help in what to do with them. I haven't tried any of them yet,

but there are a few that are calling my name.It gets 5 stars from me for its originality, beauty and

inspiration for crocheters.
