Children will delight in the whimsy of the art

pieces and their placement in the garden as well as the participation of Mary's dogs, Sassafras and

Basil, in the discovery process. An author's note, accompanied by two photographs, gives more

detail about Nohl's life and the challenge of preserving her home and garden for public

enjoyment.Ã¢â‚¬â€•Marie Orlando, formerly at Suffolk Cooperative Library System, Bellport, NY

"This quiet, engaging offering celebrates the artist&#39;s vision and her idiosyncratic

work."Ã¢â‚¬â€•Booklist "The illustrations combine watercolor with digital painting, collage, and

vintage papers, resulting in a soft palette and an uncomplicated, accessible drawing style.
