During this time he wrote this book's predecessor, Seasonal Guide to the Natural Year: Oregon,



Washington, and British Columbia (1996). He also contributed to Wild in the City: A Guide to

Portland's Natural Areas. Davis and his wife, Sally, live in Portland. When not pursuing his natural

history interests, he plays guitar in rock and roll bands, although not nearly enough these days.

The best thing about this book - and the most unique aspect - is that it is a month by month account

of the types and areas you'll find wildlife and natural events throughout the year. It's so helpful to

know when and where a particular species can be seen and provides opportunities for sighting all

year round.
