Michael lan Black is one of my favorite authors. The only problem with his collection of books is
there are not enough of them. "Navel Gazing" is as sharp, funny, and philosophical as his previous
memoir "You're Not Doing it Right," and | was just as delighted with the brutally honest content.
Black is painfully aware of his own shortcomings, and the chapter about his feet had me laughing
and feeling a sense of relief that my own calloused toes weren’t as wretched in comparison. Each
chapter is indictive of how effortlessly he can take a mundane or depressing situation (dysfunctional
family, spiritual bankruptcy, cancer) and spin it into a very funny and relatable offbeat tale. Black
comes across as a self deprecating, broody, complex man with a generous and childlike heart - a
confusing but endearing combination. You'll want to hug him, your family, and maybe even yourself.
Aging sucks. But with it comes enlightment, wisdom, and humorous self examination. Black delivers

it all.
