This book is definitely worth the money and | would recommend
it to anyone traveling to Sicily.From personal experience, the one thing that | would recommend to
anyone traveling to Sicily in addition to this book, particularly if they are going to stay in or visit
Palermo with a car, is to have a good map of the transition from the autostrada into the city. The
exits off the highway are not well marked, and traveling between the highway and the city center in
Palermo | found to be not trivial. | had both this book and the Michelin map of Sicily, but neither
covered that critical region (only a few kms) between the highway and the city center and | ended up

driving around Palermo unnecessarily.

| used this book exclusively for a trip to Sicily in April 2011. It was very helpful, it is split into sections
S0 you can get a fairly detailed information about the area you are in. | used it in Taormina,
Siracusa, Catania, and Ortigia. A detailed map is provided for each area, which was helpful in
finding points of interest. | felt that the authors were pretty much spot on in their reviews of what’s
worth seeing. In Ortigia, the book said the Fonte Aretusa was a waste of time, since Ortigia is small
we ended up passing it anyway, and the authors were correct, it was really just a pond with some
ducks in it. We also used the book to help us find places to eat, we were never dissapointed.
However, the Irish Pub the book recommended in Ortigia is no longer there. Overall a very useful

book to bring along. | used it several times a day, so it was worth keeping in my purse.

This is the best book that | have bought for my Sicily trip. Covers all the little details like where
exactly to park in Taormina (and how much will this cost?)or Trapani, and shows you where on the
map. Covers where the restaurants are in smaller towns that you might visit that other books just
ignor. Unlike the Blue Guide, it is arranged in a logical fashion to find the info that you need. It has
maps with the exact location of sights that are supposed to be a must see, but where are they

exactly? like the Giudecca palace in Trapani
