Their message (and their gift of the pepperminty

red-and-white sticks) brings the whole town together in a joyful celebration of Christmas (and

candy). James Bernardin's old-timey acrylic and colored pencil illustrations are reminiscent of

Norman Rockwell, but depict both modern and biblical times.
